The same applicant will not receive two consecutive awards.  The only exception occurs when there are no new applications received for the available scholarships.
An applicant must be a current member of AHA and a current member of a Region 15 Club, must reside in Region 15, and must be a current college student, have graduated high school or be a graduating senior when applying.


Requirements:  DEADLINE FOR APPLICATION:  JUNE 17, 2019

1. Cover sheet containing complete address of applicant, phone number at which applicant can be reached most readily, photo of applicant for possible press release, and a copy of your current AHA membership card.

2. Letter stating your reasons for wanting a scholarship and your personal goals for furthering your education.

3.  Three (3) letters of recommendation as follows:

a. One from a horseman/woman who is an adult member of Region 15.

b. One from an academic teacher or advisor.

c. One from an employer, clergyman/woman, or volunteer coordinator.

4. High School transcript/College transcript, fall semester of current year or most up-to-date transcript available at time of applying, and containing class rank if possible.

5. Activities summary: list no more than 10 activities (school, community, and equine events, both breed and open) and discuss how they have contributed to your personal growth.  Please confine to two pages or less.
